Year 11 into 12 bridging activities for 

A-level English Literature
The tasks below are designed to prepare you for studying A-level English Literature. Please complete all activities and bring them to your first lesson in September.

Task 1 – Personal Reading Journal:

This is an introductory exercise to get you thinking about your own experiences with literature and to hear about the experiences of others. Write answers to the questions below, which we will use to structure a discussion in our first lesson back:

· Which books did you read as a child? Why did you choose to read them? What did you learn from them?

· How often did you read as a child? How often do you read now? If you read less now than you used to, why is this?
· What is your favourite genre? Why? Which books from this genre have you enjoyed?

· Have any books been influential in your life (e.g. have an impact on decisions you have made)? If so, which books and why?
· What is your favourite book? Why?

· What is the worst book you have ever read? Why is this?

· Have any books ever ‘moved’ you? If so, which book(s)? Why was this?

· Who is your favourite author? What is it about their work that you enjoy, value and appreciate?

· What was your favourite GCSE text? Why was it your favourite? What were the key messages you learned from the book?

Task 2 – Create a Poetry Anthology:
Create a poetry anthology by finding 10 poems online linked by a theme, concept or idea (e.g. relationships, conflict, religion, time, seasons, journeys, place etc.). Write an introduction to the anthology (around 400 words).

Task 3 – The Guardian’s 100 best books:
Look at the Guardian’s list of 100 best books (https://www.theguardian.com/books/series/the-100-best-novels) and answer the following questions:

· How many have you heard of?

· How many have you read?

· Have you seen any film/TV adaptations of them? 

· If you have read any of them, what were the key ideas and messages presented by the writers in them?
